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Message from Our 
Chair and President

Dear Friends:

It is our pleasure to present you with this detailed summary highlighting
The DuPage Community Foundation’s activities during fiscal year 2006.  
On behalf of our board, staff and numerous stakeholders, we thank you 
for your ongoing advocacy and support of our mission.  

Fiscal year 2006 was truly a special year for the Foundation.  In addition to enjoying a host of 20th anniversary
activities, we experienced a banner year of growth in both assets and grantmaking.  Total assets increased 17% to
$20.7 million as a result of several significant gifts and the establishment of 13 new funds.  This growth allowed
for a record-breaking 44% increase in our grant budget from fiscal year 2005 and, subsequently, the distribution
of more than $820,000 on behalf of our donors to help them accomplish their charitable goals and meet the needs
of DuPage County residents.

Participation in the Foundation’s Legacy Society also increased substantially with the addition of eight new members
including Alan and Jane Hoffmann (Naperville), Melvin and Joyce Johnson (Wheaton), and David Stelzner and
Nicki Krafft (Villa Park) among others.  As a result, the Legacy Society now has more than 60 known members
and represents several million dollars in deferred gifts for the Foundation.

As part of its 20th anniversary, the Foundation implemented several new policies and initiatives to improve its
services and increase the efficiency of its grantmaking, including the following:

• The division of our Discretionary Grant Program into two cycles, which has enabled the Grant Committee to
evaluate more effectively the requests it receives within specific program categories.

•The implementation of our Inaugural Discovery Tour, which provided area professional advisors, Foundation
donors and other stakeholders with a firsthand look at the services of some of our grant recipient agencies
through a morning of site visits.

• The establishment of our Next Generation Initiative, a program designed to engage the next generation of phil-
anthropic leaders in DuPage County and provide them with opportunities to network with one another, learn
more about philanthropy and start giving back to their community.

Festivities for the 20th anniversary concluded in September with a special reception at Arrowhead Golf Club in
Wheaton.  During the reception we welcomed four new trustees (see p. 22) and recognized several individuals
for their efforts on behalf of the Foundation.  Among those honored were Joyce Van Der Molen (West Chicago),
who completed a three-year term as a trustee, and retiring trustees Betty Bradshaw (Wheaton), Cleve Carney
(Glen Ellyn) and Vince Naccarato (Darien) who were named trustees emeriti. We also acknowledged the passing
of co-founder Brooks McCormick and Trustee Emeritus Jack Knuepfer.

Exciting happenings have continued to take place since the close of our anniversary.  This past December the
Foundation awarded nearly $140,000 in grants to 20 area not-for-profits through its fall discretionary grant
cycle.  Next, the receipt of several significant year-end gifts helped increase our total assets to more than $24
million.  Then just before New Year’s, we surpassed the $5 million mark in cumulative grant distributions as a
result of to a $75,000 grant from the Owen Schiff Foundation (a donor-advised fund of the Foundation) to
Ronald McDonald House Charities in Oak Brook.

Indeed, the Foundation clearly has much to celebrate.  In looking ahead to the future as we begin our third
decade of serving the people of DuPage County, we remain incredibly enthusiastic about our potential to grow
and make a difference. 

Thanks again for your continued support of The DuPage Community Foundation and for your ongoing efforts to
advance philanthropy throughout DuPage County.  With your help, we shall continue accomplishing great things
for our community and its residents.

Foundation Services

As one of our community’s leading
resources for philanthropy, The DuPage
Community Foundation is committed
to delivering a wide range of services
beyond traditional grantmaking 
activities to help our donors, 
not-for-profit partners, and other 
stakeholders achieve their charitable
objectives and advance the spirit of 
giving throughout DuPage County.

For Donors:
Our professional staff strives to provide each donor
with the highest level of efficiency, flexibility, personal
service, local expertise, accountability, anonymity if
desired, permanence and maximum tax benefits for all
gifts contributed.  The minimum amount necessary to 
establish a named endowment fund is $25,000; however,
the Foundation welcomes and encourages gifts of any
size given for the benefit of the community.

For Professional Advisors:
Whether you are an accoountant, attorney, financial
advisor, life underwriter or trust officer, the Foundation is
here to support you in arranging the charitable objectives
of your clients. From offering back-office support and
in-person meetings to providing educational seminars
and site visits to local charities, we are happy to assist
you in any way we can to facilitate the giving process
and help your clients fulfill their charitable goals. 

For Not-For-Profits:
The Foundation makes grants annually to not-for-prof-
it organizations serving the residents of DuPage County.
In addition, we provide opportunities for such organiza-
tions to receive technical assistance and training in the
form of seminars and workshops, referrals to alternative
funding sources, and individual consultation.  A number
of area not-for-profits also enlist our support in their
endowment-building and planned-giving efforts.  From
providing assistance in the development and marketing
of these programs to helping your organization manage
its endowment or cultivate relationships with area pro-
fessional advisors and other key philanthropic partners,
the Foundation is dedicated to helping you strengthen
your organization and ensure its long-term success. 

Types of Funds

General Endowment and 
Other Unrestricted Funds:
Allow donors to pool gifts of 
all sizes into a permanent endow-
ment designed to provide the
Foundation maximum flexibility
in meeting the most pressing
needs within our community 
today and in the future. 

Field of Interest Funds:
Allow donors to pool their gifts
together into a common fund that
will generate perpetual support for
a shared area of interest.  Income
from these funds is then 
distributed to agencies and pro-
grams working within each fund’s
scope of interest (e.g. children and
youth, the environment, or seniors).

Donor-Advised Funds:
Allow donors the ability to remain
an integral part of the giving
process by recommending grants to
the agencies and programs they
wish to support. 

Scholarship Funds:
Provide a permanent vehicle for
donors to help graduates of area
high schools pursue their continuing education goals.
At this time the Foundation does not administer schol-
arship funds directly but relies upon each individual
high school to select its recipients.

Agency Endowment and Designated Funds:
Provide perpetual support for a specific not-for-profit
agency in the form of annual income.  These funds can 
be established either by the agencies themselves or by a
committed donor.

Pass-Through Funds:
Established by a donor or organization on a temporary
basis to meet a specific objective.  The Foundation acts
as a depository, the gift is tax-deductible, and the princi-
pal is eventually expended for the purposes intended.

Operating Funds:
These funds are used to support the general operations
of the Foundation.

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One of the most appealing advantages
for donors who give through The
DuPage Community Foundation is
flexibility.  To this end, we offer our
donors a variety of tax-effective ways
to make gifts and achieve their 
charitable goals.

Cash: Cash is the easiest way to contribute to the
Foundation and will qualify for the maximum allow-
able income tax deductions.

Marketable or Closely-Held Securities: Appreciated
stocks and bonds may be given to the Foundation 
allowing the donor to deduct their current market
value as a charitable contribution and avoid capital
gains tax on the appreciation.

Real Estate: May be given to the Foundation at its 
current market value allowing the donor to receive a full 
charitable deduction and avoid capital gains taxes.

Life Insurance: Life insurance can be used to create a
major gift for the Foundation in one of two ways.
First, the donor can transfer ownership of a policy to
the Foundation and receive a current income tax
deduction in the year the transfer is made.  Second, the
donor, while retaining ownership of the policy, can
simply name the Foundation as beneficiary of the poli-
cy effective upon his or her death.  At that time, his or
her estate will receive a tax deduction.

Retirement Plans: Donors can use an IRA or other
retirement assets such as a 401(k), Keogh, or 403(b) to
establish a new fund or contribute to an existing one.

Bequests: Bequests to the Foundation allow a donor’s
charitable intentions to be carried out in perpetuity and
can significantly reduce the taxes otherwise payable on
his or her estate.  This ensures that the donor provides a
lasting legacy for the causes he or she cares about
most. 

Transfer from an Existing Private Foundation:
Administering a private foundation under IRS rules can 
be burdensome and expensive.  Transferring the assets of
such a foundation to The DuPage Community
Foundation offers a cost-effective alternative for admin-
istering these funds well into the future.

Retain Income from a Charitable Gift: There are
many ways to make a charitable gift and still receive
income for life or for a specified time.  Through these
methods donors can retain income for themselves and
their spouse while obtaining deductions on current
income, estate and gift taxes.  The following are two
examples:

Charitable Gift Annuities: The Foundation offers
competitive yields to individuals who make current
gifts but retain a lifetime income.  A portion of these
gifts may be tax-deductible, and income is guaranteed.

Charitable Remainder Trusts: This type of
deferred gift can be created so that the donor or
other beneficiary receives a lifetime income.  At the
death of the income beneficiary, the remainder of the
trust passes to the Foundation to accomplish the
charitable purposes specified by the donor.  These
trusts provide a current income tax deduction if
irrevocable or, if revokable, an estate tax deduction
upon the donor’s death.

Charitable Lead Trusts: Provide income to a fund at
the Foundation for such charitable purposes as the
donor has specified.  Then after a set number of years,
the remaining principal of the trust and any accumulat-
ed appreciation is distributed to children, grandchil-
dren or other named beneficiaries, often with signifi-
cant estate tax savings.

New Pension Law Creates
Incentive for IRA Gifts
Through 2007

This past August, President Bush signed into law
the Pension Protection Act of 2006.  This new law
allows individuals age 701/2 or older to make charita-
ble contributions of up to $100,000 directly from
traditional or Roth IRAs to their favorite charities
without having to first count the donations as taxable
income.  The law is retroactive to January 1, 2006
and expires after December 31, 2007. 

Contributions of this nature can be directed to most
types of Foundation funds with the exception of
donor-advised funds.  Please call (630) 665-5556 to
learn more about how you can take advantage of
this exciting window of opportunity!

• Programs for religious purposes 
• Endowments
• “Disease-specific” organizations 
• Private foundations and private operating foundations
• Public, parochial, private or charter schools 

(pre-kindergarten through 12th grade)

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During fiscal year 2006 the Foundation
began the second phase of its participa-
tion in the Grand Victoria Foundation’s
Communityworks Initiative.
Communityworks is a five-year, 
$12 million initiative designed to
strengthen Illinois community 
foundations and help them build 
permanent endowments which will
benefit organizations and programs
working throughout their communities
in three key target areas:

1. Early Childhood Care and Education
2. Workforce Development
3. Land Use and Protection

In accordance with GVF’s Phase II guidelines, the
Foundation convened teams of advisors from each of
the above target areas and hosted a series of public
forums in early 2006.  The purpose of the forums was
to help us identify the most critical challenges affect-
ing our community within these three target areas and
establish grantmaking objectives for the official launch
of Communityworks this summer.  As a result of the
forums, the following priorities were identified:

1. Affordable housing for all income levels of working
families.

2. Affordable, curriculum-based education programs
for all children and families starting at birth.

3. A diverse workforce that can afford to live near
employment and transit centers in order to reduce
traffic on the roadways.

Each of these issues are critical to the quality of life in
DuPage County; success or failure in addressing them
will influence how this “Communityworks.”

Many exciting opportunities presented themselves 
during the Phase II advisory meetings.  In March 2006,
The DuPage Homeownership Center collaborated with
a diverse cross-section of DuPage professionals to
form the Affordable Housing Taskforce.  Together, its
members organized workgroups to explore challenges
and opportunities in the areas of Changing Perceptions,
Energizing Employers, Engaging Government and
Creating Solutions to Land and Zoning Issues.  After
several months of intensive meetings on these topics,
an aggressive blueprint to increase homeownership as
the benchmark for a vital community was created.
Since then, the group has reorganized to focus on
Community Outreach and Government Advocacy
needs.  They are currently working to create an
Information Bank that will house best-practices for
such topics as funding mechanisms, responsible
design, employer-assisted workforce housing, and 
zoning policies that impact development.  

The DuPage Community Foundation’s Board of Trustees
has embraced Affordable Housing as an effective means
to address Land Use and Workforce issues in the
County.  The Communityworks endowment is the 
perfect vehicle for builders and developers seeking to
participate in affordable housing initiatives.  Once 
activated, the endowment will be used to award grants
for technical assistance to agencies working in this
field as well as for seed money to establish housing
trust funds and land trusts—two critical tools for 
creating affordable homeownership.

Another key initiative is the Illinois State Board of
Education (ISBE) Pre-School for All grant program.
Our Early Childhood Care and Education Advisory
Committee seized this opportunity to help build capacity
for care givers and enhance the quality of services 
provided to families of young children in DuPage
County.  Through a partnership with Positive Parenting
DuPage and the YWCA Resource & Referral in
Addison, the Foundation will sponsor grant-writing
seminars to teach care providers how to write effective
ISBE Pre-School for All grants.  Understanding the
program’s objectives and complying with its require-
ments will help care providers better articulate their
program offerings and deliver improved curriculum-

based learning to their clients, thus ensuring that
young learners are adequately prepared for the K-12
experience. 

Anyone who believes in nurturing children and better
preparing them for school and the workforce can be 
confident that grants made from the Foundation’s
Communityworks endowment will have an impact in this
area.  Moreover, all the work we have done by partnering
with these dynamic agencies has enabled us to become
more informed about community needs and better
equipped to make meaningful grants in the Early
Learning arena.

Successful completion of our Phase II requirements
for Communityworks mandates that we grant $50,000
from the endowment before May 2008.  The first
round of grantmaking will correspond with this year’s
fall discretionary grant cycle and focus on support for
Education initiatives.  The second round will focus on
support for Human Services-related programs and
grants will be awarded next spring.  

In order to ensure that this same level of support is
made available annually, it is essential that we grow
the Communityworks endowment to $1 million.
Thanks to the generous support of several committed
donors including Betty Bradshaw (Wheaton), Bob
Collins (Burr Ridge), Will and Dayle Gillett
(Naperville), Itasca Bank & Trust Company, Ken and
Lois Lahner (Elmhurst), Paul and Eileen LeFort (Glen
Ellyn) and Audrey Mensching (Itasca),  we are cur-
rently more than half way to this goal.  However, your

help and that of other committed residents is still
needed if we are to succeed in accomplishing this
objective.

As an incentive, nearly $70,000 in new contributions
to the Communityworks endowment can still be
matched 2-for-1 through the remaining balance of a
$300,000 joint commitment from the Grand Victoria
Foundation and Alben F. Bates and Clara G. Bates
Foundation in support of this initiative.

Communityworks represents an incredible opportunity
not only for the Foundation, but for our entire commu-
nity of DuPage County.  With this in mind, we encour-
age you to consider making a gift in support of this
important initiative.
