DEAR FRIENDS,

Thank you for your continued support of the
DuPage Community Foundation.  As we look
ahead, we see the Foundation transforming, and 
we have a new mission statement that captures
this transformation in our purpose.  Since our
inception in 1986, we have been diligent and highly
effective in our efforts to foster philanthropy and
connect donors to area needs.  Our transformation
has been in building community partnerships.
Now the partnerships we help build will strengthen
our ability to foster philanthropy and connect
donors to area needs.  The difference is the
involvement of many in order to achieve the
Foundation’s goal of raising the quality of life for
the residents of our community.

We invite you to join us as we embark on our
efforts to effect change in areas of need that are
often persistent and systemic.  The journey will
be long and hard and there will be many obsta-
cles.  When you provide a service, results are
quickly evident.  But when you try to effect
change, goal achievement is long in coming and
interim results are typically less than glamorous.
Therefore, we will be seeking partners with a
great deal of vision, patience and hope.  We hope
you will be one of them.

We have lost some wonderful things that we used
to take for granted in our life as DuPage residents,
and we need your help to restore them.  For our 
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youngest DuPage residents, those under the age of
six, more than half have mothers who work outside
the home (based on 2006 Census data).  We can’t
change this economic reality, but we can work to
ensure that our youngest—our infants, toddlers
and preschoolers, are being cared for and educated
in a high-quality environment that fosters caring,
respect and creativity, while providing a foundation
for learning that will impact them for the rest of
their lives.  

Many of us or our parents came to DuPage long
ago eager to raise our young families.  We have
grown to love this community that we have
watched grow in character and vitality.  There is a
goodness and diversity in the people who live
here, and we are happy to call them neighbors.
Many of our neighbors bought their homes when
they were affordable to people from many different
walks of life—police officers, teachers, small
business owners, skilled tradesmen, and more—
but could they afford them today?  Even with the
recent decline in home prices, only 12% of the
DuPage homes in the Multiple Listing Service
(MLS) during November 2008 were in the 
affordable range for a couple, such as a firefighter
or a retail clerk, earning a combined annual
salary of $79,000.  The obstacles are great and
complex, and the solutions require the dedication
of government officials, businesses, not-for-profit
organizations and individuals who will lend their
voices and support to address this issue.  

We have already begun the journey by building
several important partnerships with key community
and business leaders addressing these critical
issues.  We have also convened a diverse group of
funding partners.  In the last year the Grand
Victoria Foundation, DuPage County
Department of Community Services, Itasca
Bank & Trust Co., the Alben F. Bates & Clara
G. Bates Foundation, and generous individuals
such as Mrs. Betty Bradshaw, Mr. and Mrs.
Robert Carlsen, Mr. and Mrs. Robert Collins,
Mr. Will Gillett, Mr. and Mrs. Kenneth
Lahner, Mr. and Mrs. Paul LeFort, Mrs.
Audrey Mensching, and Dr. and Mrs. Joseph
Morrissey have all lent their support.  

In looking forward, we are particularly excited
about an incredible opportunity that has been
made available to us between now and October
2011.  The Grand Victoria Foundation has 
challenged us with a $2 million matching grant 
to engage new donors and expand existing 
relationships in raising the quality of early 
childhood care and education and in restoring
housing that is attainable for our core community.
Partner with us in transforming $2 million into 
$4 million and together we can build a better
future for our community.

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FOSTERING PHILANTHROPY
BY FURTHERING KNOWLEDGE IN

CHARITABLE GIVING & ESTATE PLANNING

Through our partnership with professional 

advisors we make others aware of the favorable

impact charitable giving can have on donors,

their heirs and the community.

Many individuals want their professional advisors

to help them plan their charitable giving.  The

DuPage Community Foundation can work with

clients and their advisors, at no charge, to further

define the clients’ charitable interests and to assess

what type of giving instruments best fit the clients’

financial situation and tax status.  We have engaged

in many advisor-client discussions to assist the

client in fulfilling his or her charitable goals.

COMMON CHARITABLE OPPORTUNITIES

AND THEIR RELATION TO AN

INDIVIDUAL’S FINANCIAL SITUATION

AND TAX STATUS:

Year-end tax planning. If an individual has just

earned a large bonus and wants to give a portion back to

the community, but has no time to decide on the most

deserving charities, the advisor might suggest that the 

individual consider establishing a donor-advised fund

through the Foundation for an immediate tax deduction.

Such a fund will allow the individual to remain involved in

recommending grants to benefit charities of his or her

choosing for years to come.

Estate planning. The Foundation can work with

advisors and their clients to reduce their taxable estate

through a charitable bequest or other planned gift.  The

client’s gift will create a legacy of caring in the community

that stays true to his or her charitable intent forever.

Retirement. For a socially conscious individual who

may also be concerned about running out of money during

his or her lifetime, gifts in trust (such as a charitable gift

annuity or a charitable remainder trust) can pay income 

to the individual for life, and then have the remainder 

distributed to the Foundation.

Establishing a private foundation. If an

individual wishes to explore various alternatives for charitable

giving, the Foundation can analyze the pros and cons of

creating a donor-advised fund, a supporting organization or

a private foundation.

Disposition of highly appreciated stock.
Many individuals have appreciated stock and want to use a

portion of the gains for charitable giving; however, in some

cases a charity may not be equipped to accept direct stock

gifts.  By establishing a fund at the Foundation with a gift of

appreciated stock, an individual will receive a tax deduction

for the full market value at the time of the gift, while avoiding

the capital gains tax that would otherwise arise from sale of

the stock and a gift of the proceeds.  The individual can con-

tinue to be involved in advising uses for the gift, including the

organizations and programs about which he or she cares most.

Brett Dale, a DuPage Community Foundation trustee and partner at the
Wheaton-based law firm Huck Bouma PC, counsels a client about
potential strategies for accomplishing her charitable goals.



Closely-held stock. Sometimes an individual’s 

personal net worth is tied up primarily in a closely-held

company, but it is important for him or her to give back to

the community.  In this case, the individual can make a

charitable gift of closely-held stock.  If the stock has appre-

ciated in value over the years, the tax deduction will be

measured by the fair market value of the appreciated stock

at the time of the gift.

Sale of a business. When an individual owns highly

appreciated stock in a company that is about to be sold, 

the Foundation can work with the advisor to suggest several

ways to structure a charitable gift to help the individual

reduce capital gains tax and maximize the charitable impact

for the community.

Strategic giving. An individual who is passionate

about helping meet a specific community need and wants

to make a meaningful gift can work with our grantmaking

experts to explore available programs and then direct gift

dollars to make the greatest impact.

Substantial IRA/401(k) assets. For an 

individual who has substantial assets in retirement accounts

and who wants to leave his or her estate to the community

and to his or her family, the Foundation can help the 

individual and his or her advisor determine the most effective

system of asset distribution in order to leave appropriate

amounts to his or her family and to the charitable causes of

his or her choosing, while at the same time minimizing his

or her taxes.

One of the Foundation’s valued advisor relationships is with
the Trust Company of Illinois (TCI).  TCI seeks to improve
the financial and personal lives of their clients through 
the development of trusting relationships that result in 
significantly better results than clients could achieve on
their own.  In seeking to improve the financial and personal
lives of others, our missions overlap—as would be expected
in a strong partnership.  

Our relationship with TCI arose from a client referred to
the Foundation by TCI’s chairman and CEO, Greg Osko.
Since the client established a fund with a gift greater than
$250,000, TCI received approval by the Foundation’s Board to
remain as the fund’s money manager.  Since that time, we
have partnered with TCI in facilitating the charitable intent of
other individuals and families which, as an existing money
manager, TCI can continue to manage regardless of a fund’s
size.  We are pleased to have TCI as one of the Foundation’s
money managers, and have benefited from the results of
their sound investment strategies and above-index returns.

And why does TCI refer clients to The DuPage Community
Foundation?  For many of the same reasons cited by Doug
Eyles, TCI’s managing director and chief investment officer,
when establishing his own donor-advised fund in honor of
his late mother:

“We value the emphasis the Foundation places on supporting
local organizations,” said Eyles.  “The Foundation’s trustees
and staff are people whom we respect and trust to provide
effective stewardship.”  

Doug and his wife Lynn are members of the Foundation’s
Legacy Society as a result of having included the
Foundation as a beneficiary in their estate plan.  

Greg and Doug aren’t the only ones at TCI who have 
educated their clients in the benefits of giving through a
community foundation.  Kathy Krochock, J.D., Jerry
Avner, CFP, and John Vires, CFP have also worked closely
with the Foundation.  John Vires also plays a prominent
role as Co-Chair of Grants on the steering committee of our
Next Generation Initiative, a group of individuals acting on
their charitable interests through pooled giving.  And so the 
relationship grows as both organizations go about their
business of improving the lives of others.

Ray Mulholland, a donor-advisor with the Foundation since
2002, has the following to share regarding his decision to
give through The DuPage Community Foundation:  

“My life has revolved around my work, and my work took
a totally different tack when I was 50 years old.  I founded
a company with some business partners.  I soon bought
them out and spent the next 25 years building the company
and then made the decision to sell it.

The result of all this was that I found myself with more
money than I needed for my style of living.

Over a period of time, it became important to me to find a
way to share my good fortune with others not so fortunate.

So I considered a number of alternatives such as a private
foundation (which was too costly).

Finally, my financial advisor suggested that I consider The
DuPage Community Foundation as a sound and reliable
organization to help me accomplish my charitable goals.
On his recommendation, I picked up some literature about
the Foundation and checked with other professional advisors
to confirm its reputation.  Having obtained positive feed-
back, I then met with Dave McGowan, its president, and
after two or three meetings, I decided to establish a donor-
advised fund with the Foundation.  This type of fund
appealed to me because it possessed the characteristics
which seemed to best match my goals.  For example:

1. The fund can last forever, and my family can 
participate in determining its charitable objectives
for as long as they wish.

2. The fund can be established by a simple letter 
contract with the Foundation, and can be created
with a modest donation that I and my family can
add to over time.

3. I can designate the purpose for the fund upon its
creation, or reserve the ability for my family and I to
periodically recommend grants to qualified charities
of our choosing.  My own preference would be to
assist ‘seniors in need.’

The fund’s flexibility was paramount in my deciding to
establish a donor-advised fund with The DuPage
Community Foundation, and I have been very pleased with
the Foundation’s stewardship.

1. The money my wife Ruth and I have donated has
been managed well.

2. Communication has been excellent.
3. The staff has been very helpful in arranging visits to

selected charities.
4. And I have served on a Foundation committee.

All of which gives me a great deal of pleasure.

For these reasons, I do not hesitate in recommending the
Foundation to others seeking to fulfill their charitable goals.”

Ray’s efforts on behalf of senior citizens will live on in perpetuity.  Grants in his name will
continue to meet his objectives of helping needy seniors in the areas of hunger; housing;
special equipment necessary for everyday living such as canes, walkers, and wheelchairs;
transportation to take care of life’s needs such as ambulances, taxis, etc.; and treatment for
life-threatening conditions not covered by insurance, Medicare or Medicaid.  His desire for
his children and his children’s children to be involved, if they wish, in the selection of future
fund recipients will be honored.  It has been the Foundation’s honor and 
privilege to work with Ray Mulholland to achieve his charitable objectives.

FOSTERING PHILANTHROPY
BY CREATING LEGACIES
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John W. “Bill” Squire was a manager for Western Electric
in Cicero until his retirement in 1984 after 29 years of 
service.  He was a 1951 graduate of the University of
Illinois at Urbana-Champaign, a U.S. Army veteran of the
Korean War and an avid sailor.  Bill and his wife Joan had
two daughters and four grandchildren.  He was a resident 
of Glen Ellyn from 1960 until the time of his death on
February 5, 2002 at age 73.  

But what makes up the legacy of Bill Squire?  It’s more than
the substantial amount of money he left to The DuPage
Community Foundation upon his death.  And we can tell you
because we were fortunate enough to meet Bill and learn of
his commitment to his faith and to helping others in their
time of need.  His commitment has been evidenced by the
more than 60 grants the Foundation has made in his name
since his passing.  These grants of almost $280,000 have fed,
clothed and given shelter to countless individuals and families
during their time of greatest need.  And with a fund balance
that has since grown to more than $1.4 million, grants will
continue to be made in his name for generations to come.  

Bill had the foresight to designate the majority of his
bequest to benefit the Foundation’s discretionary grant 
program so that the earnings from his gift could be used by
the Foundation in perpetuity to respond to the most critical
needs affecting our community.  He knew several of the
Foundation’s trustees and, because of the kind of people
they were, and because of the grants the Foundation had
made, he told us he had every faith in the Foundation to
administer his fund.  In addition to this designation, Bill
selected four organizations to receive annual grants from
the fund: the Glen Ellyn Food Pantry, the Glen Ellyn Walk-
In Ministry, People’s Resource Center, and St. Mark’s
Episcopal Church in Glen Ellyn.

Bill became aware of the Foundation through his estate
planning attorney Tim Midura of Huck Bouma PC in
Wheaton.  Bill, in consultation with his advisors and 

Foundation President Dave McGowan, decided upon a
zero-tax estate plan, meaning he would use his credit shelter
trust for bequests to his two daughters, and leave the
remainder to the Foundation.  

Tim noted:  “Estate Planning can be very complex, even for
the most successful and brightest.  That is why I like
straightforward explanations like the three-line balance sheet
which shows total assets broken down into all IRD* assets
and all non-IRD assets.  Often both income tax and estate tax
apply to IRD assets.  If an asset passes to a “skip” person for
generation-skipping tax purposes, then generation-skipping
tax may also be incurred on the same asset, which means
TRIPLE TAXATION.  Mere double taxation of income and
estate taxes can result in tax on the IRD asset as high as
70%.  Bill took one look at that balance sheet, and knew he
wanted to make his gift to charity where it could do the
most good instead of going to the government in taxes.”

“I also like pointing out to my clients strong charitable part-
ners like The DuPage Community Foundation,” continued
Tim.  “The Foundation has many strengths—one of which is
applying their expertise in charitable giving and estate plan-
ning to make the process simple and comfortable for indi-
viduals wanting to do what’s best for their families and
their community.  I’m proud to be a partner of The DuPage
Community Foundation.”

*(Income in Respect of a Decedent, generally income owned by a person
at death but payable after death.)

“I’ve done many estate
plans over the past 20
years, and I have found
that the process of a plain
pass-down of an entire estate solely to the
children can be a very dry and obligatory
experience for my clients.  When I work with
an individual or couple, however, to uncover
their unique charitable objectives and design
a plan that benefits not only their family, but
countless others through meeting their chari-
table goals, these are the memorable ones—
when my client thankfully shakes my hand,
knowing he or she is leaving a legacy that will
make a lasting impact on our world.”

Donors — and
their children, if desired — advise on grants from their fund
to support nonprofit organizations.  You can learn about
community needs from the Foundation’s seminars, site visits
and research, and work with Foundation staff to create a
lasting philanthropic legacy.  The Foundation facilitates
grantmaking both locally and outside of DuPage. 

Pooled Giving 
As a member of the Next
Generation Initiative, you can
further the collective impact
of your fully-deductible dues which also serve as your 
contribution to the group’s grantmaking efforts.  Through
optional participation on their grantmaking committee or at
their various educational programs, service days and social
events, you can learn more about philanthropy, explore your
charitable interests, serve your community, develop your
leadership talents, build lasting social networks and further
the impact of your collective contributions on the quality of
life in our community.

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Meet Future Challenges 
and Opportunities
The Foundation depends on its unrestricted assets to address
changing community needs, and to enhance the quality of
life for all residents. 

Support a Meaningful Cause
Field of interest endowments enable you to focus your giving
on the issue areas about which you care most, such as youth,
the environment, education, health care, the arts and more.  

Serve your Hometown
If you would like to focus your charitable giving in a 
particular geographic area within DuPage, you can 
establish a geographically-restricted fund.  

Partner with the Foundation 
on Vital Issues
The Foundation has created special funds designed to
address vital issues facing DuPage.  You are invited to 
participate with the Foundation on major initiatives such as
advancing quality pre-K education, increasing the availability
of moderately-priced housing, equipping some of our most
vulnerable residents with an understanding of financial
matters, and building accessible and intergenerational parks
that can be enjoyed by everyone including the very young,
the very old, and those with disabilities.  In many cases
matching grants are available to double the impact of your
gift, and you may choose between making a gift directly 
to a program or toward building an enduring endowment to
sustain future efforts.

Designate Specific Charities
A designated endowment provides you a wonderful way to
give back to one or more specific organizations that have
touched your life.  Your gift to the Foundation provides
more than just funding—your favorite organization(s) will
benefit from the Foundation’s investment stewardship and
ability to manage endowment funds.  Specifically, the fund
will be used to provide perpetual support for the organiza-
tion(s) of your choosing in the form of annual income.
Grants from the fund will be made in your name, unless
you wish to remain anonymous.

Support Education
By establishing a scholarship fund at the Foundation, you
can support particular subject areas, local high schools, or
your college or university alma mater in perpetuity.
Scholarship endowments may be created as a memorial to
someone special with eligibility criteria that exemplify that
person’s goals and values.  Or you may establish such a
fund to express your own educational values—or those of
your family or business.  You may, if desired, also partici-
pate on scholarship selection committees with Foundation
staff and Foundation-appointed community volunteers to
identify scholarship recipients.

Memorials
When a loved one passes, you can establish a perpetual
tribute to his or her life and spirit.  Similarly, you can honor
a significant milestone birthday or anniversary with a
named fund.

Not-for-profits Stabilizing their Futures
For not-for-profit organizations to ensure their future, the
organization itself may create an agency endowment fund
with the Foundation. In doing so, these organizations are
able to increase their long-term stability and broaden commu-
nity awareness of their need for support while remaining
focused on their mission.  In good times and bad, these
organizations can then count on permanent funding
resources year after year.  

The mission of the Central DuPage Pastoral
Counseling Center’s endowment fund is “to
strengthen the future of the Center by enhancing
its services, operations, or capital expansion
through the development of long-term financial
resources received through bequests and major
gifts, with the fund’s annual dividends to be 
designated for these purposes.” According to 
Dr. Charles Alcorn, founder of the Center, “those
who have gifted to the endowment fund truly
embody the biblical covenant when the Lord said
‘I have blessed you, that you might be a blessing.’” 
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Furthering the Foundation’s Mission
Would you like to help the Foundation foster philanthropy,
connect donors to area needs, and build community 
partnerships?  If so, a gift can be made to help us meet current
operating needs or to build our administrative endowment
so that we can become self-sustaining in the future.  

Leave a Legacy Through a Bequest
The Foundation understands that many people choose to
live life to the fullest, provide for their family, and make a
charitable gift only after they pass away.  Bequests to the
Foundation allow a donor’s charitable intentions to be carried
out in perpetuity, and can significantly reduce the taxes 
otherwise payable on his or her estate.  This ensures that
the donor provides a lasting legacy for the cause about
which he or she cares most. 

Retain Income from a Charitable Gift 
There are many ways to make a charitable gift and still
receive income for life or for a specified time.  Through
these methods you can retain income for yourself, your
spouse and others while obtaining deductions on current
income, estate and gift taxes.  The following are two examples:

Charitable Gift Annuity (CGA)
You can make a gift of cash, marketable securities or
other assets to the Foundation now, receive an immedi-
ate tax deduction, and ensure that you or a loved one
receive fixed payments for life.  Annuity payments can
either begin immediately or be deferred to a later date
specified by you or a loved one, while ensuring that
your charitable intent is met upon your death or that of
your loved one.  

Charitable Remainder Trust (CRT)
Through this option, you can donate money or property
to the Foundation while enabling yourself and any 
beneficiaries whom you name to receive income from
the trust during your lifetime(s).  At the death of the
last income beneficiary, the remainder of the trust
assets pass to the Foundation to accomplish the chari-
table purposes you designated at the time of your gift.
These trusts provide a current income tax deduction if
irrevocable, or if revocable, an estate tax deduction
upon the donor’s death.  

Charitable Lead Trust (CLT)
Transferring assets to family members is subject to gift 
and estate taxes, perhaps as much as 55%.  Through a
Charitable Lead Trust, you can reduce or even eliminate
those taxes.  You can place cash or property into a trust that
pays a fixed amount to a charitable fund at the Foundation
which you designate for a fixed number of years.  Once
this period ends, the remaining principal of the trust and
any accumulated appreciation is distributed to your children,
grandchildren, or other named beneficiaries, often with a
significant tax savings.  

OTHER FUNDS YOU CAN ESTABLISH

Pass-Through Funds 
(Non-Endowed Donor-Advised Fund)
A named fund can also be established that allows you to
pass gifts through the Foundation to your favorite charities.
This fund is a flexible and convenient option for donors
who want to be actively involved in philanthropy, but may
not have time to do the background work that goes into
making informed charitable decisions.  They are also espe-
cially appropriate when anonymity is important.  The
Foundation takes care of the paperwork and check-writing. 

Supporting Organization
This is a special type of separate charitable organization
that, based upon its relationship to the Foundation, is itself
classified as a public charity.  Established with their own
boards of trustees, grantmaking identities and governance
structures, supporting organizations enjoy public charity
status and the professional services of the Foundation,
including staff and administrative support.

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CONNECTING DONORS TO AREA NEEDS
THROUGH THE GRANTMAKING PROCESS

The Board of Trustees and staff of The DuPage

Community Foundation are committed to the

highest level of professional and ethical stan-

dards in all areas of operation, including donor

services, community leadership, investment of

funds, accounting, administration and grantmak-

ing.  By virtue of its mission, the Foundation is

entrusted with contributions from donors and

with the responsibility of allocating these

resources in accordance with donor intent and

community need.  

DISCRETIONARY GRANT PROGRAM
The Foundation’s Grant Committee issues Requests for
Proposals (RFPs) twice a year for grants from our
Discretionary Grant Program to local tax-exempt, 
not-for-profit 501(c)(3) public charities.  

Through this program, the Foundation seeks to address 
the broad needs of DuPage County by providing grants in
support of the following program categories: 

■ Arts and Culture 
■ Education 
■ Environment
■ Health 
■ Human Services 

Applications from organizations seeking funding in the
areas of Health and Human Services will be considered
during the Foundation’s Spring Discretionary Cycle.  

Applications from organizations seeking funding in the
areas of Arts and Culture, Education and Environment 
will be considered during the Foundation’s Fall
Discretionary Cycle.

Grant Review Process:
Applications are reviewed by Grant Committee members
consisting of Foundation trustees, professionals within the
community and the director of grants.  The Committee
meets several times to review and evaluate all applications
received and to conduct site visits when appropriate.  The
Committee then makes grant recommendations to the full
Board of Trustees for approval. 

Grant Committee members review and evaluate proposals
using the following criteria:

■ Screening for eligibility:  Basic documentation such
as IRS documents and financial statements are 
provided, proposal is clear and concise, organization
meets legal requirements and fits with the interests
of the Foundation.

■ Project/program plan:  Clearly described, meets an
existing, new or emerging need, is new or innovative,
and use of grant is clearly outlined.

■ Impact:  Number and percentage of DuPage residents
served.

■ Budget:  Clear budget, appropriate for number served,
appropriate request in relation to total project costs.

■ Evaluation:  Clear plan to determine outcome or
results.

■ Continuation:  Realistic plan for future funding of
the project/program.

■ Collaboration:  Is there collaboration with other
agencies or groups?

■ Financial Viability:  Is the organization fiscally
sound based on financial information provided?

GRANTS FROM DONOR-ADVISED,
SCHOLARSHIP AND DESIGNATED FUNDS
In addition to our Discretionary Grant Program, the
Foundation makes grants from donor-advised, scholarship
and designated funds throughout the year as recommended
by fund advisors.  All grant recommendations are subject 
to Foundation due diligence standards, must comply with
IRS requirements and be approved by the Foundation’s
Board of Trustees. 

The Foundation ensures that:

■ Grants are made only for charitable purposes with

program staff verifying that all grantees are eligible

organizations and that the proposed project falls

within the scope of the organization’s mission. 

■ Grants are only made to organizations that are in

good financial health and well managed, and grants

are only made for projects that are well conceived

and likely to be successful.

College of DuPage (COD) dental student Cindy Johnson shows a young
patient how to floss after completing her dental exam.  With a grant from
The DuPage Community Foundation, the COD Dental Hygiene Program,
along with the DuPage County Health Department and DuPage County
Head Start, combined efforts to provide preventive dental care to more than
400 at-risk children throughout the County.  As part of the program, parents
were also given educational materials about dental health, cavity preven-
tion, and proper flossing and tooth-brushing methods to help them work
with their children in establishing good dental habits.  A significant impact
from the grant was the dramatic increase in parents’ knowledge with regard
to their children’s dental health, as determined through pre- and post-exam
surveys.  

Dr. Eugene Losey (center), an Elmhurst College professor and chair of the
College’s chemistry department, explains to students Robert Korsch and
Gianna Capra how the recently installed permeable pavers will help to
reduce water run-off and ultimately decrease downstream flooding into Salt
Creek.  The installation of the pavers is part of the school’s master plan to
teach and model sustainability and green design.  A DuPage Community
Foundation grant helped fund the purchase of monitoring equipment which
will be installed beneath the pavers to help track rainwater levels.  As a
control, a monitoring port will also be placed in an existing traditional
bituminous parking area.  

Adult Christian Care provides a planned program to stimulate and enrich
the daytime hours of adults who are mentally or physically impaired by
dementia, Alzheimer’s disease, or as the result of some other illness or
injury such as a stroke.  Caregivers at the center lead daily games, crafts
and exercises to engage clients, encourage dexterity and tap their long-term
memories.  Birthdays and holidays are also celebrated to create an upbeat
mood, give individual attention and help orient clients to the passage of
time.  In addition to friendly and consistent care, the inviting setting pro-
vides opportunities for social interaction among the participants and offers
reassurance and respite for family caregivers.  A grant from the Foundation
provided operating support while the organization addressed the need to
increase their fund-raising efforts and daily fee structure.

Innovative Health Program award from NAMI Illinois.

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BUILDING COMMUNITY PARTNERSHIPS
IN EARLY CHILDHOOD CARE AND EDUCATION, 

AFFORDABLE HOUSING AND FINANCIAL LITERACY

DuPage County boasts a wide range of highly-regarded
employers, abundant opportunities for enrichment in nature
and the arts, state-of-the-art healthcare facilities, five nationally
recognized colleges and award-winning K-12 public and 
private school systems.  Yet there are still many challenges
adversely impacting many of our residents such as a lack of
housing options for families at most income levels, mediocre
educational standards limiting the critical brain development
of early childhood learners, growing traffic congestion, and
a workforce making less than optimum decisions as a result
of inadequate financial skills and knowledge. 

Through our Communityworks Initiative, The DuPage
Community Foundation has partnered with Positive
Parenting DuPage and the YWCA Child Care Resource
and Referral to help build capacity for and improve the
quality of early childhood care and education programs.
These organizations present educational workshops to train
child-care providers in pursuing grant funding from the
state; and mentors are trained to implement a highly-
acclaimed and proven curriculum at four child care sites.  

The Foundation is also partnering with the team leading the
effort to establish Educare of West DuPage, an early child-
hood education program which will provide at-risk children
with a quality program that will prepare them to enter kinder-
garten eager to learn and ready to succeed.  The initial
Educare facilities across the country have been inspired and
partly funded by the Buffet Early Childhood Fund, which
believes that early childhood care and education is paramount
to the reversal of poverty.  

DuPage County is facing a crisis in housing affordability,
that is beginning to affect our economy.  Despite the recent
housing slump, area home prices remain among the highest
in Illinois, and many families, including those with two
incomes cannot afford to live in the County.  Even moder-
ately-paid professionals whom we count on to provide 
critical services in our communities (police officers, fire
fighters, nurses, medical technicians and teachers) are 
finding they can’t afford to live in the community in which
they work.  In addition, employers are finding it increasingly
difficult to recruit and retain entry- and mid-level employees
because of the high cost of housing.

The Foundation has partnered with the DuPage
Homeownership Center and DuPage United to preserve
and increase DuPage’s supply of moderately-priced housing.
A grant was given to the DuPage Homeownership Center
to enhance their leadership efforts on the Homeownership
Task Force (HTF).  The goal of the HTF is to identify and
break down systemic barriers.  

■ HTF launched an effort which includes builders, 
developers, lenders, realtors, government officials,
employers and other community leaders.  A Speakers
Bureau was established, and more than 800 people
throughout DuPage have been educated.  

■ DuPage Homeownership Center facilitated the development
of mixed-use, mixed-income housing development designs
which led the city of Wheaton to mandate that a portion
of all housing developments in tax increment financing
(TIF) districts be affordable and incorporate affordable
housing into the city’s strategic plan.  

■ Due to DuPage United’s continued joint efforts with the
citizens of Downers Grove, the Village appointed an
Affordable Housing Ad Hoc Committee and hired an 
outside consultant to assess its housing needs.  The Village
is now updating its Comprehensive Plan to include revi-
sions that allow for affordable housing opportunities.

As part of its Communityworks Initiative, The
DuPage Community Foundation provided a grant to Positive Parenting
DuPage and the YWCA Child Care Resource and Referral (CCR & R) to
support the implementation of Creative Curriculum at four DuPage child-
care centers to improve the quality of their programs.  The Creative
Curriculum program requires children to actively think and experiment to
find out how things work and to learn firsthand about the world in which
we live.  Once implemented, each center will receive assistance to apply for
accreditation in the Illinois’ QRS (Quality Rating Scale) program where
they can receive financial grants from the state.

■ Efforts in Naperville prompted the City to include 
affordable housing in its Strategic Plan and to hire an 
outside consultant to do a comprehensive study of residents
and businesses to assess the housing needs in Naperville.  

■ Efforts are being made at the county and state level to get
$100 million per year allocated in the State’s capital budget
for the creation of an Affordable Housing Trust Fund.

In June 2008, the Foundation convened the first of several
meetings to address the growing demand for financial 
literacy services which would benefit individuals and 
families—from young children just learning how to save to
seniors who are watching their 401(k) plans disappear. As an
initial project, the committee is organizing Money Smart
Week, April 18-25, 2009, which will include numerous
courses and seminars relating to current financial concerns
and issues.  Additionally, as the economy declines, employers
are seeing an increased need to address financial concerns
affecting their employees and ultimately having an impact
on overall productivity.  As part of Communityworks, the
Foundation will focus long-term on financial literacy as it
relates to workforce development.

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Access to Recreation (A2R):
An Opportunity to Enjoy Living
at Every Stage of Life 

In the fall of 2007, the Foundation
received a $426,000 commitment
from the Midwest Community
Foundations’Ventures (MCFV),
through a grant from the W.K.
Kellogg Foundation, to help fund

two area park district projects designed to create greater
accessibility to recreational opportunities for people with
disabilities and to establish a permanent endowment to 
support future access to recreation projects throughout
DuPage County.  

Specific projects being supported by the grant include the
development of two new accessible parks by the Woodridge
Park District and York Center Park District in Lombard.
The park in Woodridge (Forest Glen Park) will be located
near 75th Street and Woodridge Drive.  The park in
Lombard will be located on the west side of Meyers Road,
near Montini Catholic High School, on a site purchased
from Waste Management.  

Both districts are incorporating “universal design” — a
holistic design concept that addresses the needs of people
at every stage of their lives — into the construction of their
parks in order to provide inclusive recreational opportuni-
ties for people of all ages and abilities in their communities
and throughout DuPage County.

THE FOREST GLEN PARK completed its renova-
tion process this past fall, incorporating many accessible
features thanks to the funding provided through this initiative.  

The upper level of its playground features two ramps with 
a gentle slope.  This allows children using a wheelchair to
follow or lead their friends and to keep together and to enter
and exit at the same places as their peers.

A poured-in-place play surface provides access and a safe
surface for falls.  This accessible surface also allows 
parents and grandparents using a wheelchair to interact
with the children.

Adjacent to the playground is a sensory garden.  The raised
garden platforms provide opportunities for people of various
heights and reach ranges to participate together.  Anyone
who comes to this area is able to enjoy the various plants 

available.  The plants offer various sensory stimulation such
as seeing, touching and smelling.  Future programming will
provide children with and without disabilities the opportunity
to learn and experience gardening.  

The park also includes a water feature which serves two main
functions:  First, it allows the plants to be watered on a reg-
ular basis.  This will help in the care and maintenance of
these various plants.  Second, the water feature provides
another form of sensory stimulation for all children, but
particularly for those with autism.  The garden and water
feature are designed at various heights to allow their use by
a person who cannot bend or squat or who uses a wheelchair.
Accessible picnic tables are located under the shelter.  

The park also has a bikeway located on its east side.  This
bike trail connects to more than 100 miles of bike paths
throughout the area.  People using hand-operated bikes 
can ride the same trail as people using peddle bikes.  The
bikeway allows this park to be a destination for those from
many communities.

THE YORK CENTER PARK will have gently
sloped accessible pathways, including nature trails, and will
provide opportunities for bikers, people pushing strollers,
pulling wagons or using wheelchairs opportunities to enjoy
everything the park will have to offer:  nature, fitness, and
social interaction among people of different ages and 
abilities.  There will be TriActive America Fitness Stations
along the pathway, accessible bocce ball and beanbag toss
pits, enhanced accessible signage and an accessible fishing
station added to the pond which will have an accessible
route from the park and parking area. 

Prior to the commencement of these projects, the Foundation
held public meetings to provide people with disabilities an
opportunity to review the projects, provide input, indicate
the access issues and suggest improvements to ensure that
needs would be met.
