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MESSAGE FROM OUR

CHAIR AND PRESIDENT

Dear Friends:

It is our pleasure to present you with this detailed summary highlighting The DuPage Community Foundation’s activities during fiscal
year 2005. Your strong support has made possible our continued growth and success these past 20 years, and has been instrumental in
allowing us to increase our impact and effectiveness throughout the county as both a grantmaker and steward of resources.

During the fiscal year ending June 30, 2005, Foundation assets increased 21% to more than $17.6 million thanks to the receipt of
several significant gifts and the establishment of 12 new funds. This growth allowed for a 26% increase in our grant budget, which
in turn made possible the distribution of nearly $570,000 on behalf of our stakeholders to help meet the needs of DuPage County
residents. This brings the total amount of dollars granted by the Foundation to more than $4 million since its inception in 1986!

Membership in the Foundation’s Legacy Society also increased significantly during the year with the addition of six new members
including Paul and Coleen Lehman, Stanley and Claudia Starrett, and James and Mary Eleanor Wall, among others.

The Foundation also made considerable progress in its partnership with the Grand Victoria Foundation to establish a permanent
Communityworks endowment fund to benefit local organizations working in the areas of early childhood care and education,
workforce development, and land use and protection. Thanks to the generosity of a few key donors, we have succeeded in raising
$175,000 for this new fund to date, and are now seeking to raise an additional $150,000 which will be matched two-for-one by
the Grand Victoria and Alben F. Bates and Clara G. Bates foundations.

In taking stock of our progress to date in fiscal year 2006, we find every indication of this year being even more successful than
the last. This past September we distributed another $288,000 from our discretionary grant cycle to fund grants to 44 area
not-for-profits and two Foundation special initiatives in honor of our 20th anniversary taking place throughout 2006.

Celebrations for this milestone achievement officially began this past October at a special kick-off reception at Chicago Golf Club.
During the reception we welcomed new trustees Anna Ball, Janet Hodge and Ray Mines and recognized several individuals for their
efforts on behalf of the Foundation. Among those honored were Director of Grants Bonnie Heydorn, currently celebrating her 15th
anniversary on staff; Tom Greenberg, who recently retired from the Foundation’s Finance Committee; Steve Beaman, who completed
a three-year term as a trustee; and retiring trustees Will Gillett, Paul Lehman and Mary Eleanor Wall who were named trustees emeriti.

The really big news, however, came this past November on the night of our annual Benefit when we announced the receipt of a
$1 million unrestricted gift from Trustee Cleve Carney and his wife, Kay Schmitt, for the General Endowment Fund. In addition
to providing a substantial boost to our discretionary grant programs, their gift brings Foundation assets to more than $20 million—a
truly fitting achievement for our 20th year.

The receipt of Cleve and Kay’s extraordinary gift serves as a resounding vote of confidence in the work of the Foundation. We thank
you for sharing this confidence in us as well, and for all your efforts to help advance philanthropy throughout DuPage County.

FOUNDATION SERVICES

As one of our community’s leading
resources for philanthropy, The DuPage
Community Foundation is committed

to delivering a wide range of services
beyond traditional grantmaking activities
to help our donors, not-for-profit partners,
and other stakeholders achieve their
charitable objectives and advance the spirit
of giving throughout DuPage County.

For Donors:

Our professional staff strives to provide each donor with
the highest level of efficiency, flexibility, personal service,
local expertise, accountability, anonymity if desired,
permanence and maximum tax benefits for all gifts
contributed. The minimum amount necessary to
establish a named endowment fund is $25,000; however,
the Foundation welcomes and encourages gifts of any
size given for the benefit of the community.

For Professional Advisors:

Whether you are an attorney, CPA, CLU, financial
advisor or trust officer, the Foundation is here to support
you in arranging the charitable objectives of your clients.
From offering back-office support and in-person meetings
to providing educational seminars and site visits to local
charities, we are happy to assist you in any way we can
to facilitate the giving process and help your clients
fulfill their charitable goals.

For Not-For-Profits:

The Foundation makes grants annually to not-for-profit
organizations serving the residents of DuPage County.
In addition, we provide opportunities for organizations to
receive technical assistance and training in the form of
seminars and workshops, referrals to alternative funding
sources, and individual consultation. A number of

area not-for-profits also enlist our support in their
endowment-building and planned-giving efforts. From
providing assistance in the development and marketing
of these programs to helping your organization manage
its endowment or cultivate relationships with area
professional advisors and other key philanthropic partners,
the Foundation is dedicated to helping you strengthen
your organization and ensure its long-term success.

TYPES OF FUNDS

General Endowment and Other Unrestricted Funds:
Allow donors to pool gifts of all sizes into a permanent
endowment designed to provide the Foundation maximum
flexibility in meeting the most pressing needs within our
community today and in the future.

Field of Interest Funds:

Allow donors to pool their gifts together into a common
fund that will generate perpetual support for a shared area
of interest. Income from these funds is then distributed to
agencies and programs working within each fund’s scope of
interest (e.g. children and youth, the environment, or seniors).

Donor-Advised Funds:

Allow donors the ability to remain an integral part of the
giving process by recommending grants to the agencies and
programs they wish to support.

Scholarship Funds:

Provide a permanent vehicle for donors to help graduates
of area high schools pursue their continuing education
goals. At this time the Foundation does not administer
scholarship funds directly but relies upon each individual
high school to select its recipients.

Agency Endowment and Designated Funds:
Provide perpetual support for a specific not-for-profit
agency in the form of annual income. These funds can
be established either by the agencies themselves or by a
committed donor.

Pass-Through Funds:

Established by a donor or organization on a temporary
basis to meet a specific objective. The Foundation acts as
a depository, the gift is tax-deductible, and the principal is
eventually expended for the purposes intended.

Operating Funds:
These funds are used to support the general operations of
the Foundation.




WAY'S

TO GIVE

One of the most appealing advantages
for donors who give through The DuPage
Community Foundation is flexibility.
To this end, we offer our donors a
variety of tax-effective ways to make
gifts and achieve their charitable goals.

Cash: Cash is the easiest way to contribute to the
Foundation and will qualify for the maximum allowable
income tax deductions.

Marketable or Closely-Held Securities: Appreciated
stocks and bonds may be given to the Foundation
allowing the donor to deduct their current market value
as a charitable contribution and avoid capital gains tax on
the appreciation.

Real Estate: May be given to the Foundation at its
current market value allowing the donor to receive a full
charitable deduction and avoid capital gains taxes.

Life Insurance: Life insurance can be used to create a
major gift for the Foundation in one of two ways. First,
the donor can transfer ownership of a policy to the
Foundation and receive a current income tax deduction
in the year the transfer is made. Second, the donor,
while retaining ownership of the policy, can simply name
the Foundation as beneficiary of the policy effective
upon his or her death. At that time, his or her estate will
receive a tax deduction.

Retirement Plans: Donors can use an IRA or other
retirement assets such as a 401(k), Keogh, or 403(b) to
establish a new fund or contribute to an existing one.

Bequests: Bequests to the Foundation allow a donor’s
charitable intentions to be carried out in perpetuity and
can significantly reduce the taxes otherwise payable on
his or her estate. This ensures that the donor provides a
lasting legacy for the causes he or she cares about most.

Transfer from an Existing Private Foundation:
Administering a private foundation under IRS rules can
be burdensome and expensive. Transferring the assets of
such a foundation to The DuPage Community Foundation
offers a cost-effective alternative for administering these
funds well into the future.

Retain Income from a Charitable Gift: There are many
ways to make a charitable gift and still receive income
for life or for a specified time. Through these methods
donors can retain income for themselves and their spouse
while obtaining deductions on current income tax,
estates and gifts. The following are two examples:

Charitable Gift Annuities: The Foundation offers
competitive yields to individuals who give current
gifts but retain a lifetime income. A portion of these
gifts may be tax-deductible, and income is guaranteed.

Charitable Remainder Trusts: This type of
deferred gift can be created so that the donor or
other beneficiary receives a lifetime income. At the
death of the income beneficiary, the remainder of
the trust passes to the Foundation to accomplish the
charitable purposes specified by the donor. These
trusts provide a current income tax deduction if
irrevocable or, if revokable, an estate tax deduction
upon the donor’s death.

Charitable Lead Trusts: Provide income to a fund at
the Foundation for such charitable purposes as the donor
has specified. Then after a set number of years, the
remaining principal of the trust and any accumulated
appreciation is distributed to children, grandchildren or
other named beneficiaries, often with significant estate
tax savings.

The DuPage Community Foundation is
committed to identifying, promoting, and
supporting community programs that
raise the quality of life for the residents
of DuPage County. To this end, the
Grant Committee issues Requests for
Proposals (RFPs) twice a year for our
discretionary grant programs to local
tax-exempt, not-for-profit 501(c)(3)
organizations seeking funding within one
of the following six program categories:

* Arts and Culture

* Civic Affairs and Historic Preservation
* Education

» Environmental Affairs

» Health

* Human Services

Grant Cycles:

* Applications from organizations seeking funding in the
areas of Arts and Culture, Civic Affairs and Historic
Preservation, Education and Environmental Affairs will
be considered during the Foundation’s summer/fall
cycle.

* Applications from organizations seeking funding in the
areas of Health and Human Services will be considered
during the Foundation’s winter/spring cycle.

Restrictions:

The Foundation does not typically award grants from its

discretionary programs to:

* Organizations outside DuPage County, unless strong
evidence is presented that their program is unduplicated
and specifically benefits a large number of individuals
in the county. (Applications will not be accepted from
organizations outside DuPage County without prior
approval from the Director of Grants.)

* Individuals, including scholarships to individuals.

» Governmental agencies.

* Programs for religious purposes.

* Endowments.

* “Disease-specific” organizations.

* Private foundations and private operating foundations.

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In 2003 The DuPage Community
Foundation was invited by the Grand
Victoria Foundation (GVF) to participate
in its Communityworks initiative.
Communityworks is a five-year, $12
million initiative designed to strengthen
[llinois community foundations and help
them build permanent endowments
which will benefit organizations and
programs working throughout our
communities in three key target areas:

1. Early Childhood Care and Education
2. Workforce Development
3. Land Use and Protection

In May of 2005 the Foundation completed Phase I of
this initiative. During that time we received a total of
$100,000 in operating support from GVF for capacity
building and technical training, and $25,000 from a local
donor, Bob Collins of Burr Ridge, to establish a permanent
Communityworks endowment fund to benefit the residents
of DuPage County. His gift was then matched 2-for-1 by
GVF as part of a matching incentive designed to help
build support for this fund.

Now in Phase II of this initiative, the Foundation continues
to receive operating support and technical training from
GVE and has already received an additional $100,000
for our Communityworks fund. Our next goal is to raise
an additional $150,000 from the community which will
be matched 2-for-1 as the result of two generous pledges:
one from GVF and the other from the Elmhurst-based
Alben F. Bates and Clara G. Bates Foundation.

Meanwhile, in an effort to begin establishing grantmaking
guidelines for this new fund, the Foundation recently
completed a series of public forums to identify some of
the current challenges facing our community within each

of the three target areas. Information gathered from these
forums will be used to establish funding priorities that
will guide the Communityworks fund when it begins to
make grants.
